Before assembly, please note… 
• Front end of one-piece slide is indicated by the Eagle Group logo.  
• Rear end of slide includes two holes, which will be used in conjunction with retaining clamps. 

Step 1 - Place slide onto underside of shelf.  
• Hook front flange of slide onto and over front of shelf.  
• Push rear flange of slide up and in front of rear shelf truss. 
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Step 2 - Secure with retaining clamps.  
• On rear flange of slide, look for two predrilled holes.  
• Attach retaining clamps as shown in illustration below.
